“This Lent,” write editors Timothy Khoo and Jeffrey O’Malley, “we invite you to think about nothing. Not in a mystical sense or in a hopeless way, but God’s way. Lent is a time of self-renunciation. We recognize our utter dependence upon God. As Jesus had nothing physically when He fasted for 40 days, we learn to lessen our attachment to physical needs in hopes of growing strong spiritually.”

The book is bound by common experience in that each contributor serves prisoners, ex-prisoners, victims and their families. In addition, each contributor has participated in a two-year intensive leadership development course through PFI’s Singapore-based Institute for Leadership Formation.
